Basic Requirements for becoming a 
Certified Referee for JAOSA

· He/she must be at least 14 yrs of age..

· They will be required to take a certification class.

· A total of 32 hrs that certifies them as a level 8 referee.

· The class consists of a class room atmosphere with an instructor out of St. Louis teaching the class.

· They will take a test on the last day of class 

· Need a minimum score of 75% 

· The test has 100 multiple choice questions. 

·  The cost of the class is $35 

· NOTE: If the referee is from Jackson or will be primarily refereeing in Jackson; JAOSA will pay the fee for the class.

· Another recommendation (but not a requirement).  They get certified with the USSF association so that they may do Club or Select tournaments.  This certifies them in the State of Missouri to be sanctioned with the USSF Referee Association.  This cost is $45 to the referee.  

· This will give the referee another opportunity to make more money by being certified to referee in the Spring and Fall tournaments put on by the local Club teams.(Jackson & Cape ) Those take place in May & November.
· The other items needed to referee (at the cost of the referee):

· Yellow Referee Jersey
· Black Shorts
· Whistle
· Watch
· Card Packet
· Includes score cards and yellow/red cards in it.

· Pay scale will be posted this season coming up but for now the minimum they will make per game is $10.00. (Some tournaments referee may make upward of $30/$35 per game)
